On-time performance was poor along Route 7 with 12.1% of trips arriving late on weekdays, 21.3%
on Saturdays, and 20.8% on Sundays. Buses leaving early were also an issue with 30% of trips on
weekdays leaving early, 14.4% on Saturday, and 22.7% on Sunday.
